iv. The Club does not provide housing, stipends, cash allowances, benefits, or deferred compensation.
4. Player Acknowledgment of Amateur Status

· Red Card Offences toward Officials (non-physical):

· Words or gestures that are: insulting, belittling, insinuating, taunting,
· undermining authority. 2-Game suspension and $100 fine
· Level 2&3: Referee Abuse-Harassment, Intimidation, Aggression, Threats
· Language or behavior that are deemed: harassment, intimidation,retaliation, abuse, aggression, bullying, threatening.
· 6-Games and/or 6 to12 month suspension and $200 fine.

Kettering Football Club provides uniforms and team equipment to support player participation and maintain a professional standard. All issued items remain the property of the Club unless otherwise stated.
1. Ownership
All uniforms, training gear, and team-issued equipment are the sole property of Kettering Football Club. Players are responsible for the proper care and use of all items issued to them.
2. Issuance of Equipment
Players may be issued items including, but not limited to:
· Match kits (jersey, shorts, socks)
· Training gear
· Warm-ups or travel apparel
· Additional team equipment as needed
All issued items will be recorded and assigned to the player.
3. Care and Responsibility
Players agree to:
· Maintain all issued items in good condition
· Use equipment only for intended team-related purposes
· Not alter, modify, or personalize club-issued gear without approval
· Bring required uniform items to all matches and designated events
4. Return of Equipment
All club-issued items must be returned:
· At the end of the season
· Upon leaving the team
· Or upon request by club management
Failure to return issued items may result in charges equivalent to the replacement cost.
5. Damage or Loss
Players are responsible for the cost of replacing any lost, stolen, or damaged items beyond normal wear and tear.
“Normal use” includes standard wear from training and matches
Players will not be held responsible for damage caused by reasonable use or unforeseen circumstances (as determined by club management)
Any damaged or lost items must be reported to club staff immediately.

· Payment must be made within a timeframe determined by the club
· Failure to reimburse may result in suspension or ineligibility for matches
